Yoruba is from the Yoruboid group of the Benue- 
Congo language family (Williamson and Blench 
2000). According to Nigeria’s census reports, the 
six western states o f  Nigeria where the language is 
predominantly spoken by native speakers have an 
estimated population o f about 20.9 million people 
aside from speakers whose aborigine homes are in 
Edo, Kogi, and Kwara state. There are also speak­
ers of the language who reside in other parts of the 
country for their means o f livelihood. It should 
be noted that secondary speakers o f  the language 
are also huge in number and spread throughout 
the country. The National Policy on Education 
(1998:8), in order to promote national integration 
and national unity, requires every child to learn one 
o f the three m ajor languages in Nigeria: Hausa, 
Igbo, and Yoruba. This policy has resulted in the 
expansion o f  secondary speakers o f the languages. 
Yoruba has been adopted as a medium of commu­
nication in the Houses o f Assembly in some South­
western states. The language also has a rich literary 
tradition, w hich has enhanced the promotion of Yo­
ruba culture globally.
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Outside Nigeria, speakers o f  the Yoruba lan- 
cuage can be found in Benin and the Republic o f  
Toco. Yoruba speakers can also be found in Brazil, 
Trinidad and Tobago, and other places in the West. 
However, their form o f Yoruba may not be directly 
similar to the one at ‘home’ because o f  the influ­
ence of the host country' language. However, since 
Yoruba is used for religious rituals, it has a high 
status amone the devotees o f  African traditional re­
ligions in those countries. The language is taught 
as a foreign and second language at m ore than 250 
universities across the United States.

• Vowel [u] and the nasal vowels do not begin words in 
the standard dialect of Yoruba. Semi-vowels are not 
considered as vowels but syllabic nasal bears tone like 
every other vowel.

• Orthographically, vowels like [e] are written as [?] and 
[o] as [q]. The nasal vowels are written like the follow­
ing in the Yoruba orthography: an, ?n, in, <?n, and un. •

• Yoruba uses three distinctive tones and they perform 
phonological and syntactical, semantic functions.
Acute is considered high tone as in ‘rd’ (‘disappear ’), 
and the grave is considered low tone as in ‘ra’ {'buy J 
while the mid tone is usually not marked except in
a situation where there is the need for clarification, 
especially with syllabic nasals.

GRAMMAR

Syntactically. Yorubd verbs may be:

Transitive:
These kinds o f verbs must take a Noun Phrase (NP) 
as their direct object.

M o jfisu . Add pa fran .
‘I eat yam ’ ‘Ade kill animal'
/  ate yam. Ade killed an animal/goat.

Intransitive:
These kinds o f  verbs do not take a Noun Phrase 
(NP) as their direct object but they could take a 
prepositional phrase as a complement.

Mo tA. Mo tA ni And.
‘I sell’ ‘I sell [prep.] yesterday’
/  made some sales. I  made some sales yesterday.

Note: Scholars like Awdbiiluyl (1978 and 2013) ex­
plain that Yoruba verbs are monosyllabic and if any has 
more than a syllable, then it must be a compound verb. 
Awdbuluyl (1978: 45) gives a diagnostic frame like this 
#NP -  (NP)# to identify a Yoruba verb. He explains that 
any word that can fit into the dash space and produce both 
grammatical and acceptable sense should be considered 
a verb. Although, there are other schools of thought that 
argue that there are other forms of Yoruba verbs, like split 
verbs, echo verbs, etc., that may not fit into the diagnostic 
frame like the above. Hence scholars, for example Bamg- 
bose (1990), propose a diagnostic frame as follows: #NP 
-  (NP -  NP)# for the Yoruba verb. It should be noted that 
Bamgbose’s frame allows items that are not verbs into the 
dash space, making them look like verbs.

Introduction  to  th e  Yoruba Language 5
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Yoruba Sentence C onstruction
and Syntactic S tru c tu re*

Yoruba is an SVO language and has the following 
sentence types: simple sentence, compound sen­
tence, complex sentence, and compound complex 
sentence.

A simple sentence is a sentence with a verb:

Add fe lyawd.
Add marries a wife.

A compound sentence is the combination o f two or 
more independent sentences through a conjunction:

Olu nf owd $ugbgn kd bi gmg.
Olu has money but he has no child.

A complex sentence has to do with an indepen­
dent sentence and one or more dependent sentences:

Bi mo bd ni owd m&d kg ild.
I f f  have the money, 1 will build a house.

A  compound-complex sentence is a combina­
tion of two or more independent sentences with one 
or two dependent sentences:

Bi Ade ba ni owd iba kg ild $ugbgn igbd ti  k 6 ni 
owd ko le se nnkan.

I f  Ade had money, he would have built a house, 
but when he did not have money he could  not do 
anything.

Yoruba sentences can carry the following forces: 
imperative, declarative, interrogative:

Im perative force: This is used to issue com­
mands, e.g., Wd (Come), Diird (Stop). Note 
that this sentence structure will change when­
ever the addresser is talking to an older person 
and an honorific pronoun becomes the overt 
subject o f the sentence: £ wd (Come), £ duro 
(Stop).

D eclarative force: This is used to report an 
event e.g., Mo pgn gmg. (I backed a baby.) 
(Note: It is a practice among the Yoruba peo­
ple to carry their babies on their backs for con­
venience.)

In terrogative force: This is used to ask a 
question, e.g., Kin ni orukg rg? (What is your 
name?)

Nouns

Yoruba nouns are the head o f the Noun Phrase (NP) 
which has the Head First structure, e.g.:

Baba mi
Father my 
My fa th er

Morphologically, there are two types o f nouns: 
derived and underived. Almost all personal names 
in Yoruba are derived. For example, the name 
Aderdnkg is a result o f nominalization through 
desentencialization: Add ti o ri ohun kg meaning 
'Ade that fo u n d  something to pamper 

As in other languages, Yoruba nouns can be clas­
sified as proper, common, abstract, concrete, etc.

Yoruba D ictionary & Phrasebook I ntroduction  to  th e  Yoruba Language
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While proper nouns are personal names o f  a person, 
place, or thing, common nouns are general names 
of things. For example: pkimrin (boy/man), oblnrin 
(girl/ladyAvoman), QinQcte (child). Abstract nouns are 
names of things that are not visible. For example: Ife 
(love), ais^n (sickness). Concrete nouns are visible 
items. For example: igi (tree), ild (house).

Plural nouns: Unlike in the English language where 
there could be an inflection of the plural m arker for 
countable nouns, Yoruba uses lexical items and  con­
text for the plural formation. The com m on lexical 
plural marker is &wpn which is a third person plural 
pronoun. For example: &w<?n pmp (children), &WQn 
pkp (cars).
